Awards:  The 5 (or 7) runners on the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place teams will receive specialized t-
shirts for both Varsity races. These shirts replace the traditional team trophy and 
allow each member of the team to take home their own piece of the trophy. 
Medals will be awarded to at least 1-10th overall place in all races and ribbons will 
be awarded after that. If we have more teams entered than expected, we will 
increase the number of awards. Last year we awarded 8 shirts to each team (7 
runners plus the coach) 

 

 
Course: The Varsity course is 3.1 miles of trails and playing fields. The course includes a 

nice section of wood chip trails that run through the woods.  The course is fast 
and flat, and provides an excellent opportunity for runners to get a great time. 

 

 
Facilities: Bathroom facilities are available, with gym space available.  A well stocked 

concession stand will also be selling T-Shirts (different from those handed out in 
the awards ceremony).
